Background
Delegates attending all the modules which
comprise a QP series (irrespective of when
training commences) may, if they wish,
register for the Diploma in Pharmaceutical
Quality and Good Manufacturing Practice.
This can be converted to MSc on submission
of an assessment of a suitable project.

Exemptions
The standard requirement is attendance at all
modules. The Course Director may grant an
exemption where sufficient knowledge (e.g.
academic qualification) and experience can be
demonstrated. Exemption from more than
one module is unlikely.

Eligibility for the Postgraduate
Diploma and MSc
Applicants must hold a degree from a United
Kingdom University or a qualification
recognised and accepted as equivalent by the
University of Strathclyde. Application forms
are obtainable from the University Registry
(pharmpgres@strath.ac.uk).

Diploma
Delegates registered for the Diploma
qualification who perform satisfactorily in the
Module Assessment procedures, may then sit
the course Diploma examinations. If successful,

they will be awarded the University Diploma in
Pharmaceutical Quality and Good
Manufacturing Practice. The duration of the
study parallels the QP modules, i.e. 21 months.

MSc
Holders of the Diploma who have attained a
suitably satisfactory result may proceed to the
University of Strathclyde MSc in
Pharmaceutical Quality and Good
Manufacturing Practice by undertaking a
supervised, industrially relevant project on a
subject approved by the Course Director.
Candidates will be required to satisfy the
Board of Examiners in a presentation of their
project dissertation and in an oral
examination. Projects shall normally be
submitted within six months of completing
the Diploma course.

Fees
The fees for the Diploma will be the annual
University part-time student fee (currently
£1545.00 per annum for EU students) for Year
One and pro-rata annual fee for Year Two.
